Club Class — Maneuver Descriptions
By Joe Burzinski

Club Class maneuvers are scored the same way etrenypattern maneuver is scored. However, thggsiq
know this is the first time many of you will be ifiig in a contest, so they won’t be holding youtt fieethe
fire with the judging criteria. The important tigiis to have fun and let yourself be judgEgleryone starts
pattern right where you are, and to have someeb#st precision aerobatic pilots giving you feettia
priceless.

Essentially, all maneuver scores start as a 10, @atuctions applied in half-point increments. Tien
criteria used to judge the degree of perfectioniarerder of importance):

1. Precision of the maneuver.

2. Smoothness and gracefulness of the maneuver.

3. Positioning or display of the maneuver.

4. Size or dimensions of the maneuver relative tanheeuvering area, distance from the judges, an
other maneuvers in the flight.

All of these must be met for a maneuver to be rptréect. Don’t worry, this isn’'t the National
Championships. Just do your best.

Takeoff

Takeoff is scored as a ten or a zero. This isovt the official rulebook describes it, but it's hove do it at
our contests. Basically, if your plane gets indiresuccessfully, congratulate yourself. You jgst your
first “10".

FREE Turn Around
Trim Pass
FREE Turn Around

Following takeoff you get a free turn-around, atpass, and another free turn-around before youlstang
scored. The idea of the turn-around is to getsalfiback on the same line you were flying jusobethe
turn-around. You can do any kind of maneuver s, tbut the generally accepted method is to do a
Procedure Turn. Consider it free practice, sinBeagedure Turn is one of your scored maneuvess ilat
the sequence. Following your first free turn-amisyour trim pass. If you've done your trimming
homework you shouldn’t require any adjustments,thigtis when you’d make any last minute changes if
needed. Lastly is another free turn-around. Thstamaportant thing about this turn-around is thakeits the
stage for your first scored maneuver. This mighalg®od time to get some free practice in on thié Ha
Reverse Cuban Eight for later in the sequence.vAladl, you should use this time to catch your threend
settle any nerves that may have popped up. Remegthejust got your first 10 moments ago, so you
should be feeling pretty good about now.

Straight Flight Out
Your plane must be flown parallel to the flightdiand flown in an absolutely straight and levehpatvatch
out for changes in heading (correct with rudded elevation changes. These will result in dedustio

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Procedure Turn

After the straight flight, your plane must turn ety 90 degrees to the left or right, whicheverlwake the
plane away from the flight line, then exactly 2#&Yckes to the right (or left) and cross over thatpghere the
first turn commenced. This will put you back oe ttenter line and ready for the next maneuver. Keep
turn smooth and circular and watch for changedawation to avoid deductions.

Straight Flight Back

Straight Flight Back is essentially the same asitit Flight Out. The important thing about ithat it be
along the same line as the outgoing pass. Agatghwior changes in heading or elevation.

FREE Turn Around

Congratulate yourself. You've just completed yarstfsequence segment and have some time to caich y
breath, just don’t stop thinking. Use this oppoityito prepare yourself for what's next. Rememibherwind
is hardly ever straight down the runway, so usetexre kind of turnaround is needed to get your @lback
on centerline.

One Inside Loop

The Inside Loop is a center-maneuver, meaningérormed right in front of you and the judges. ®bat
could be easier than one of the first things yaured in your flight training? Pull back on thewatr and
watch the plane go over the top, right? That gell you through the maneuver, but it'll cost yomso
precious points. The fact of the matter is thattnhmsps you see are not round — they’re shaped li@an
egg or a figure “9”. The key to getting maximummsion a loop is to keep the same radius througheut
entire loop, You'll need to ease off the elevatsryou arc through the top of the loop. This fialtten it out
and get you well on your way to higher scores. [Blog shouldn’t be too tight either, but be mindbfilyour
plane’s power. Don’t make the loop so big that yami out of power as you near the top.

Half-Reverse Cuban Eight

The Half-Reverse Cuban Eight, one of my favorites, scored turn-around maneuver. After completieg
previous Inside Loop and re-establishing a nicellpath, pull back on the elevator until the plas@ches a 45
degree climb. Hold that path for a moment andtmihverted. Hold the inverted path for another reatrand
then pull back on the elevator to complete a 58&lmloop back to level flight in the opposite difen. The
length of your 45 degree climb before and afterrthieshould be exactly the same length. You'lelik need to
feed in some down elevator while inverted to hoklraight line.

One Horizontal Roll

As with the Inside Loop, the Horizontal Roll is ooiethe first things you learn during your pilogitming. It is
also a center-maneuver. The center of the role(wyour plane is inverted) should be right in frohyou and
the judges. Maintaining heading and elevatioreig o scoring maximum points. Having a well trimine
plane will reduce the number of adjustments nedlaexighout the maneuver.

FREE Turn Around
Ok, you just completed the second segment of yeguance. Take a deep breath and do any turnaround
maneuver that’ll get you back on centerline. dun& more maneuver to go before landing.

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Cobra

The Cobra is so-named because it's shaped likedbd of a cobra. It too, is a centered maneuvegmmg
the middle of the maneuver is right in front of yand the judges. Following your free turn-around,
establish straight and level flight and pull thewvator back to a 45 degree climb. Hold that lingl the
model is almost in front of you. Then ease offél@vator and throttle, and start pushing in soomerd
elevator. Let the model ease over the top andruaato a 45 degree dive. Hold that line until thedel is
back to the same altitude that you started the mareand ease out of the dive.

FREE Turn Around

One more maneuver to go and you’re done. Turn gtaure around and get set up for your landing
sequence.

Landing Sequence

As with the Takeoff sequence, the landing is scaedither a ten or a zero. Get your plane safelye
ground and you’ll have another “10”. Your calledMet you know if you're clear to land. There’s n
penalty if you have to go around again to avoidtla@oplane that might be getting ready to takeofaad.
Be sure to call out your landing, just like you al do at the field.

Club Class sequence twice in succession. SoaisteLanding, you simply start over with anotheinT
